FHF
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History :

– Created in 1924 by 5 regional federations (now 18). 

– Membership of HOPE since 1966.

Who :

– All of 1000 public hospitals and 3800 public social and social-medical 

establishments (nursing homes, persons with disability, children…).

What :

– Promotion of public institutions.

– Information of our members.

– Representation (single representative) of public institusions.

– Suggestion for public authorities.
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Ecological transition is a transverse topic in hospitals (public or private) :

– 700 000 tons of waste - ANAP/ADEME, 2010. 150 000 tons of infectious clinical 

waste (avis HCSP 12/11/20).

– 1,5 billion meals - ADEME, 2016 + Resah 2021 

– 29 billions euros of hospital purchasing (only public hospitals) – DGOS, 2021.

– 400 to 1200 litres of water per bed per day – ADEME, 2020.

– 21,5 TWh/year, 12% of tertiary sector (2% national) - ADEME, 2020.

– 47 MtCO2 carbon emissions (8% national) : 29% medicines, 11% medical 

devices, 13% travel and transport, 11% food… - The Shift Project, 11/2021 -
